The ecology related
activities (undertaken and completed as part of the Get Skilled for
DerwentWISE Yrl work) were taken forward by Friends of Darley
Open Spaces, with a new focus on bees in the park.

Outcomes

The Landscape Conservation Management Plan was completed by
the consultant and approved. Derby City Council distributed an
electronic copy of the report to all stakeholders that participated in the
consultation meeting at Darley Park. The plan underpins the future
development/management within the park. The Park was awarded
their green flag award.
